Attendance

While the overall attendance rate has fallen from 92.8%, as notified in the
last newsletter, to 91.2% today, this still reflects the equal best overall rate
to this point in the year, for the last 10 years. As noted in previous
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newsletters, the overall attendance rate tends to
decline as the year progresses, and while the
current attendance rate is pleasing, it must be
sustained throughout each term to support
learning. Clearly regular attendance remains a
major factor in student success at school. Of
course, while student preparedness to work hard
and to seek to improve in all their school work
also impacts strongly on school success,
sustained regular attendance throughout the
year remains a significant determinant of student
achievement. This can be seen very clearly in
relation to this termds
the Year 8 students who have an average
attendance rate of 93.3% and who have
attained an amazing 99.09% of passing grades,
with 96.08% of students passing all their subjects.

Bus Issues

Students and parents are reminded that students
travelling on buses must comply with the BHS Bus
policy. They need to listen to their bus driver and
follow their instructions. Any inappropriate behaviour
will not be tolerated and consequences will apply.
Wearing seatbelts is compulsory and | will work with
bus drivers to ensure all students wear their seatbelts
and remain in their seats whilst travelling on the bus
to and from school. Students must get off buses and
move directly onto the school grounds. They are not
to go up the street into Balaklava unless they have
written permission from parents and this has been
organised prior to the day.

The
high school MUST be aware of any changes to travel.

Uniforms
